Thank you for your interest in my paper, “In Plain Sight: Documenting Immigration Detention in Canada.” I have revised it according to the readers’ suggestions and have uploaded the new file. (Unfortunately, I seem to have uploaded two identical copies of the file. Sorry.)

· I have stated my argument earlier and more clearly (new paragraph p. 2) 
· I have explained the notion of “crimmigration” more fully, providing numerous examples (new paragraph pp. 3-4) and a footnote (n.2)
· I amplified the definition of “vernacular violence” with further reference to Joseph Pugliese (bottom p. 5)
· I referenced 3 deaths in custody that occurred since the paper was submitted in February (new paragraph p. 6)
· I resisted “pulling back” from the trope of social death (reviewer 1) by making some small adjustments at the top of p. 13 and the bottom of p. 13
I have not yet managed to contact Tings Chak in order to secure permission to use her images. Given that all the images sent with the original file were found online, I may not need written permission, but I hope to get it anyways. 
I am will be away at Congress for the next week, but will be happy to do whatever edits remain when I return on 31 May.
